LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. The April meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, April 3rd, at noon, at the BOMA office.
Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC)
During the Colorado legislative session, the BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) meets twice a month to review legislation that could affect the commercial real estate industry. Please consider getting involved in BOMA’s (LAC) by joining us at the next LAC meeting on Thursday, April 5th at 7:30 a.m. at the offices of BOMA’s contract lobbyists, Axiom Strategies, located at 1301 Pennsylvania Street on the ninth floor. Contact John Whitlock, chair of the LAC or myself for more information on the committee.

2007 Legislation

So far 578 bills have been introduced in the 2007 Colorado Legislative Session. BOMA has been actively involved in many of them and the LAC continues to monitor bills, meet with legislators and provide testimony in committee hearings. BOMA is still trying to work out some issues with HB 1146, which would require local governments to adopt an energy efficiency code. We are also continuing to monitor SB 123 which would regulate elevators and have been working to get the bill amended. BOMA’s bill, HB1276, a private property rights bills that would prohibit mandatory access by telecommunications companies and allow owners to contract with companies based on the needs of their tenants, is currently inactive while we deal with concerns of opponents. BOMA is opposed to HB1115 concerning retainage and prompt pay issues and although that bill was deemed to be postponed indefinitely (killed), the topic was left open to late bill status and could come back. BOMA opposed SB87 on indemnification which passed both houses and is waiting for action by Governor Ritter. BOMA members were asked to contact the Governor to ask him to veto the bill.
Outreach Luncheon
The BOMA Spring Outreach luncheon is scheduled for Thursday, May 3, 2007 at the Marriott DTC. Two topics will be code issues including an on the status of the International Codes and a discussion on the use of radio amplification for first responder radio systems in the South Metro area. Watch for details and registration information.

Democratic National Convention

The City of Denver has already received threats based on the announcement of the DNC coming to Denver in 2008.  Property Managers in the Denver area will need to look at how the DNC may affect their building operations and their budget. Issues such as parking for tenants and visitors and access to the building may be impacted, particularly if your building is located in or around a “freeze” zone.  The Colorado Information Analysis Center (CIAC) is issuing reports with information about upcoming events in Colorado and identifying groups that may be targeted or monitored. For the Democratic National Convention, CIAC has identified a least six terrorist groups and numerous local groups who may oppose or may protest the event. CIAC is encouraging citizens to forward any information they may have as to disgruntled groups to CIAC at 720-852-6705 or go to their web site at www.ciac.co.gov .
