LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of most months at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. Indemnification Law
The indemnification bill, SB 87, which BOMA’s Legislative Affairs Committee fought hard for five years, passed this session and the new law went into effect July 1, 2007. This law may greatly impact both construction and maintenance contracts in buildings in regards to indemnification clauses as well as additional insured provisions. Please be sure to contact your owners, legal counsel and insurance companies so you are prepared for the changes.
