LEGISLATIVE UPDATE
BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs Committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. The June meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, June 5th at noon at the BOMA office.

New Indemnification Law
The long fought indemnification bill passed this session and was signed by the Governor in April. This new law, which goes into effect July 1, 2007, may greatly impact both construction and maintenance contracts in buildings in regards to indemnification clauses as well as additional insured provisions. Please be sure to contact your owners, legal counsel and insurance companies so you are prepared for the changes. BOMA’s Legislative Affairs Committee fought hard to oppose this legislation for five years. BOMA will hold a panel discussion at the June 13th monthly luncheon discuss about the possible ramifications of this law on members. O-Ring Sprinkler Replacement Program Ends
The Central Sprinkler Company and the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) have announced that the Voluntary Replacement Program (VRP) for O-Ring Sprinklers will end on August 31, 2007. Property owners who have not yet submitted a VRP claim must submit “Proof of Claim” and “Waiver and Release of Claims” forms to Central Sprinkler Company postmarked by August 31, 2007, to receive free replacement sprinklers and installation. 

BOMA International filed a lawsuit on June 1, 2001, seeking removal and replacement of the O-ring sprinklers on behalf of its members after independent testing revealed that some of Central’s O-ring sprinklers could degrade over time, affecting how the sprinklers activate in a fire. On July 9, 2001, after a two-year investigation, Underwriters Laboratories (UL) revised its UL Standard for Safety for Automatic Sprinklers for Fire Protection Service, UL199, so that O-ring seal sprinklers would not be permitted after January 2003. Condenser Coils Cleaning Update
BOMA worked with the Colorado Department of Health and Environment (CDPHE) and contractors’ groups to draft guidelines, referred to as Best Management Practice, for cleaning of condenser coils. Without an approved BMP, CDPHE will no longer allow the cleaning with water of outdoor coils. New Energy Efficiency Tax Incentive Bill Introduced in Congress
BOMA International applauded the introduction of new legislation in the House and Senate (S. 822, H.R. 1385) which, if passed, would extend and expand the energy efficiency tax incentives for building owners and managers provided in the 2005 Energy Act.


The EXTEND the Energy Efficiency Tax Incentives Act (“EXTEND”) was introduced on March 8, 2007 in both the House and the Senate. This legislation extends the Act until the end of 2012 and increases the deduction to $2.25/sf, or $0.75/sf for partial credit for each of the three subsystems of the building (lighting; HVAC and hot water; and building envelope). Current law allows building owners and managers to receive an accelerated deduction of up to $1.80/sf for energy efficient upgrades that exceed ASHRAE 90.1 (2001) by 50 percent. Partial credit of up to $0.60/sf is available for energy efficiency upgrades to each of the three main subsystems of the building that exceed ASHRAE 90.1 by 16 2/3 percent (1/3 of 50%). The incentives apply to energy efficient upgrades placed in service between January 1, 2006 and December 31, 2008.
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
