LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. The May meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, May 1st at noon at the BOMA office.
Spring Outreach Luncheon
The BOMA Spring Outreach luncheon is scheduled for Thursday, May 3, 2007 from Noon – 1:30 p.m. at the Marriott DTC. Building officials from around the metro area have been invited so this will be an opportunity to network as well as learn some of the latest building code information. The panel consists of Scott Berg, Chief Building Official, City of Aurora; Tim Pate, Plans Analyst for City and County of Broomfield Building Department (also committee member of the ICC General Code Change Committee); Pete Bemelen, Building Official, City and County of Denver Building Department and Mike Dell’Orfano, Fire Marshall, South Metro Fire Rescue. 2007 Legislation

Over 600 bills were introduced in the 2007 Colorado Legislative Session, which is about to end. BOMA was actively involved in many of them and the Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) continues to advocate for your interests to the bitter end. BOMA is involved in meetings to address retainage and prompt pay issues because even though HB 1115 has died this session, the subject will be readdressed next year. HB 1146, which requires local governments to adopt an energy efficiency code, has been sent to the Governor. We are also continuing to monitor SB 123 which would regulate elevators and have been working to get the bill amended. BOMA opposed SB87 on indemnification which passed both houses and was signed by Governor Ritter on April 12th. BOMA will hold a panel discussion at the June monthly luncheon to talk about the ramifications of this law on members. Democratic National Convention

The Democratic National Convention will be held in Denver August 25-28, 2008. Property managers in the Denver area will need to look at how the DNC may affect building operations and budgets. Parking for tenants and visitors and access to buildings may be impacted, particularly if your building is located in or around a “freeze” zone.  BOMA is getting involved with the convention committees in the city to address some of the security and other concerns surrounding the convention and the buildings that may be impacted.
