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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. We would like to see the committee membership increase is number and participation so please attend the next meeting to be held on Tuesday, November 6th at noon at the BOMA office. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you will learn about some important issues before most of your colleagues.

Democratic National Convention
The Federal Government may be asking that all construction cranes in a 5 mile radius around the Pepsi Center be dismantled prior to the DNC and will not be allowed to be re-constructed until after the convention is over. As of September, no funds have been provided by the Federal Government for the security planning aspect of the convention. A radical and anti-government group called the “Recreate 68” has begun publishing articles and making suggestions that they will be stirring up major trouble during the convention. This may be just one of many groups that will be monitored closely by the Department of Homeland Security and the local law enforcement organizations. Joe Gargan and Jeannie Bernard have are meeting with a group known as BENS - Business Executives National Security, to discuss how the private sector can work more closely with the public sector on concerns surrounding the DNC.

Upcoming Legislative Session
BOMA has been participating on a committee of interested parties concerning prompt pay and retainage issues in construction contracts. The goal is to reach a compromise and introduce legislation in the 2008 session that will work for owners, contractors and subcontractors. 

BOMA International Teams with Real Estate Media and USGBC on Green Research Study
BOMA International recently teamed up with ALM’s Real Estate Media (REM) Division and the U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC) on a research study designed to take the pulse of the commercial real estate industry on energy and sustainable practices. The study focuses on the application of green methodologies and technologies in existing commercial buildings, and on the financial and marketing benefits of these efforts. The survey was distributed to BOMA’s national membership and to REM's national database of ownership, investment and operational entities. Results will be presented at a press conference at the USGBC's Greenbuild International Conference & Expo, Nov. 7-9, 2007 in Chicago. 

BOMA Signs MOU with Clinton Climate Initiative
In a move to enhance energy performance across commercial properties and major cities, BOMA International and the Clinton Climate Initiative (CCI) of the William J. Clinton Foundation signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) to define the collaborative relationship between CCI and BOMA. The alliance aims to improve energy efficiency and reduce greenhouse gas emissions in the world’s large cities and major national and international real estate portfolios. Activities planned for the partnership include: large portfolio participation in the CCI Building Retrofit Program, educational programming, identification of best practice procurement processes and energy services agreements, and collaborative policy development.
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
