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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, October 2nd at noon at the BOMA office. Plan to attend and get involved. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you will learn about some important issues before most of your colleagues
Security Concerns
So far in 2007, there have been 74 complaints submitted to local law enforcement about persons taking unauthorized photo surveillance of local buildings. This is becoming a big issue nation-wide. Cities like Phoenix, St. Paul and Seattle have documented a significant increase in photo surveillance by immigrant nationals of key buildings in the CBD areas. U.S. Homeland Security has responded to the number of complaints in Denver with teams of profile analysts, bomb detecting dogs and special investigators.
Upcoming Legislative Session
BOMA has been participating on a committee of interested parties concerning prompt pay and retainage issues in construction contracts. The goal is to reach a compromise and introduce legislation in the 2008 session that will work for owners, contractors and subcontractors. 

Terrorism Insurance Bill Passes House; Bush Threatens Veto
Legislation to extend the Terrorism Risk Insurance Act for an additional fifteen years was passed by the House of Representatives on September 19 by a vote of 312-110. H.R.2761, the Terrorism Risk Insurance Revision and Extension Act (TRIREA) of 2007 would extend and modify the current program which is set to expire at the end of 2007. In addition to extending the terrorism insurance program for an additional fifteen years, the legislation makes some additional changes to the program that BOMA International supports. It would give businesses an important new option to purchase insurance for catastrophic non-conventional terrorism risks – nuclear, biological, chemical and radiological (NBCR) attacks and would also eliminate the distinction between foreign and domestic acts of terrorism. Last week, the Office of Management and Budget released a strong letter of opposition from President Bush, who does not believe that the federal government should continue to provide a backstop. The President stated his intent to veto any bill that would significantly extend or expand the program. 
Conference on Energy Legislation
Three major energy bills have been passed by Congress. In early 2007, as part of the first “100 hours” agenda, the House of Representatives passed H.R. 6. This summer, the Senate passed its own bill which was completely different from the House bill. The Senate-passed bill was renamed H.R. 6 as part of a procedural move to send it to conference with the House bill. Shortly after, the House passed H.R. 3221, another energy bill that was also completely different from either of the other bills. Now Congress is faced with the task of taking these very different bills and reconciling them in a conference committee. BOMA International has been actively meeting with House and Senate committee staff, as well as some of the key legislators that are expected to be named as conferees to ensure that real estate’s concerns are understood and that the ultimate end-product encourages energy efficiency through voluntary measures, not mandates.
