LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 4th at noon at the BOMA office. Plan to attend and get involved. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you will learn about some important issues before most of your colleagues.

Indemnification Law
The indemnification bill, SB 87, which BOMA’s Legislative Affairs Committee fought hard for five years, passed this session and the new law went into effect July 1, 2007. This law may greatly impact both construction and maintenance contracts in buildings in regards to indemnification clauses as well as additional insured provisions. Please be sure to contact your owners, legal counsel and insurance companies about the changes. Security Concerns
There was a recent report of persons in a van videotaping several downtown high-rises. The authorities have investigated the incident and determined that the persons involved were tourists.  Chris Olsen, former director of Ready Colorado, has been named by Governor Ritter to be the Director of the Colorado Office of Emergency Management. The Urban Area Security Initiatives (UASI) has designated September as National Readiness Month. “Ready Colorado” is prepared to set up a table and hand out brochures at commercial buildings on request by the Property Management. Ask Your Representatives to Co-sponsor Leasehold Depreciation Legislation
BOMA International is advocating before Congress the need for a permanent, if not an extension, of the 15-year timeline for depreciating leasehold improvements. At the end of last year Congress extended the reduced depreciation schedule through 2007. If this expires, building owners will be required to return to depreciating tenant improvements on a 39-year schedule, which amounts to an unfair tax on commercial real estate. Assist in BOMA's efforts today by visiting its Legislative Action Center and write to your representative and senators and request they join as cosponsors to legislation that would make permanent the 15-year depreciation schedule. Act now and let Congress know how important this issue is to the real estate industry! 

Comments to FCC Regarding Exclusive Telecom Agreements
Recently the Real Access Alliance (RAA), of which BOMA International is a founding member, submitted comments regarding the regulation of exclusive contracts between commercial building owners and telecom providers to the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). The FCC, which wanted to see if there's been a change in the marketplace since 2000, requested a "refreshing the record" from their October 2000 ruling that banned exclusive contracts between building owners and telecom providers. BOMA International collected data from members to help bolster the RAA's position that there's no reason for the FCC to act any further because there continues to be no significant problem with exclusive access. BOMA would like to thank all those that took time to respond to their survey on this important matter.

BOMA International Brings Key Issues to State Legislators

State legislators gathered recently at the National Conference of State Legislatures (NCSL) Annual Meeting in Boston to explore new ideas for solving tough policy issues, and BOMA International was there to bring commercial real estate's issues to the forefront of legislators' minds.  NCSL, a bipartisan organization representing all 50 states, provides legislators and legislative staff with research, technical assistance and opportunities for policymakers to exchange ideas on the most pressing state issues. With climate change and energy as the two hottest issues at this year's conference, BOMA International's Director of State & Local Affairs, James Cox was able to promote the recently announced Market Transformation Energy Plan and its 7-Point Challenge through informal meetings with legislators and legislative staff.  Other topics of interest discussed at the meeting included homeland security, transportation and taxes.  In the coming months, BOMA staff will build upon these newly established relationships, as well as with other national policy organizations, to increase awareness of the commercial real estate industry's efforts to reduce energy consumption.

AIA Wants “Green” Requirements in Building Codes

The American Institute of Architects (AIA) is taking the first steps to encourage the insertion of “green” requirements into model building codes. The action comes following the conclusion of AIA’s first-ever Green Codes Summit on July 12, to which BOMA International was invited to participate as a guest. The AIA believes that the best way to advance sustainability in the built environment is to place requirements for such into the model building codes of the International Code Council (ICC). BOMA encouraged AIA to consider that code officials need to be educated on green code proposals before they are considered in the ICC process and that these same officials must be educated on how to enforce green code requirements. BOMA also noted that the code adoption process is already almost overwhelmed in each code development cycle due to the large and growing number of code proposals that require action.
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
