Building Code Act Awarding Competive Grants Passes House
The Community Building Code Administration Grant Act of 2007 passed the House by voice vote on July 9, 2008. Introduced by Rep. Dennis Moore (D-Kan), H.R. 4461 requires the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development to award competitive grants to local building code enforcement departments. Ideally, these grants will incentivize enforcement departments to increase staffing, while providing more substantial competence and professional training, as well as certification or departmental accreditation. 

The Senate version of the bill (S. 2458) is now pending in the Senate Committee on Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs. BOMA International fully supports grant incentives to strengthen training for local building codes departments. BOMA members are urged to contact their U.S. Senators to communicate their support of S. 2458.
