One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building. Please attend the next meeting to be held on Tuesday, October 7 at noon at the BOMA office. 

DNC Update
The DNC in Denver is now history. BOMA members were prepared for a variety of possible occurrences and we are happy to report that overall, the disruptions were relatively minor. We commend the police from Denver and the surrounding jurisdictions who exhibited professionalism, restraint and friendly attitudes as they policed the mall and surrounding areas. Many BOMA members utilized the CEPP alert system or the BEOC (Business Emergency Operations Center) to keep up to date on what was happening as far as protests, traffic disruptions or security alerts. The systems will remain as a resource going forward so for more information visit www.thecepp.org.
During the DNC, BOMA participated in several events sponsored by NREO (National Real Estate Organizations), of which BOMA International is a founding member. BOMA International Chair-Elect Jim Peck, CB Richard Ellis and Karen Penafiel, BOMA International VP of Advocacy came to town for these events. On Tuesday, August 26th, BOMA representatives attended the Travel, Hospitality and Real Estate reception at the Ritz. Wednesday evening, August 27th, BOMA International co-sponsored a real estate event at Tamayo’s, “Real Estate Celebrates Sustainability” which was attended by Jim and Karen, as well as several members of Denver BOMA. On Thursday, August 28th, Jim Peck, Karen Penafiel and Jeannie Bernard attended a luncheon at the Oxford also sponsored by NREO and the Real Estate Roundtable, featuring remarks by Senator Ken Salazar. At this meeting, Jim Peck shared the successes BOMA has had with the BEEP Program and the 7 Point Challenge, and discussed with Senator Salazar some ideas to encourage sustainability in existing buildings.  
Proposed Increase in Boiler Inspection Fees
Colorado law requires that annual or biennial inspections be performed on each boiler located in the state. The Colorado Department of Labor & Employment, Division of Oil and Public Safety has announced that a public hearing to discuss proposed increase in boiler inspection fees will be held on Tuesday, September 9th at 1:00 PM at the Division of Oil & Public Safety located at 633 17th Street. The period for public comment on the proposed fees runs through Friday, September 12, 2008.
BOMA Expresses Concern over New ADA Accessibility Guidelines

BOMA International has submitted comments to the Department of Justice (DOJ) expressing concern about the pending amendments to the Americans with Disabilities Act Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG), which will negatively impact existing facilities. The changes reflect the revised Americans with Disabilities Act issued in 2004 by the US Access Board. BOMA called on the DOJ to maintain a broad grandfather clause to protect existing facilities already in compliance with the current ADAAG. BOMA stated that without a broad grandfather clause, the DOJ would be ignoring the extensive initial costs and efforts that have gone into implementation of previous ADA requirements in existing facilities, and that those facilities will face additional expense to implement the new proposed changes. BOMA will continue to keep members informed of any developments and expects the final guidelines to be published before year-end.

BOMA Joins Coalition to Help Prevent Copper Theft

BOMA International has joined the Coalition Against Copper Theft to support policies aimed at better accounting for copper stolen from buildings and homes. Copper theft has been on the rise in recent years, harming taxpayers, public utility companies, private companies and individuals. In the United States, air conditioning units and other copper-containing property are being stolen, costing building owners extensive replacement fees. Communications towers have also been looted, disabling 911 and other emergency services. Prior to the August recess, legislation was introduced in the House that would require the transactions between the sellers of copper and secondary metal recyclers to be documented and would assess penalties against those who fail to comply. Watch for updates as this bill moves through the legislative process.

Energy Management & Controls

This eight week long, one night a week class will take place at the Oracle building, 12320 Oracle Blvd., Colorado Springs, CO 80921.  The class is scheduled for Wednesday evenings, beginning September 24, 2008.  Upon completion of the classroom review, a test will be given approximately one week later.

Understanding the key maintenance and energy management aspects of building management is critical to running a cost-effective operation. From everyday preventive maintenance tasks to the challenge of developing and selling an energy plan, this course provides you with the skills to evaluate and optimize your current system, the know-how to integrate new components, and the ability to communicate your needs to management. 

This course covers heating, ventilation, and air conditioning (HVAC) control systems, and teaches you to develop energy management strategies for HVAC, electronic, and lighting systems. You will learn about the components, principles, adjustment, and maintenance of system controller, auxiliary devices, electronic, pneumatic, and computer control systems. You will develop an understanding of the operation of heating, cooling, humidification, and dehumidification control applications, and learn about variable air volume design and building pressurization control devices. You'll develop the skills and knowledge to perform cost/benefit analysis of HVAC, electric, and lighting systems and to create an energy management program for your facility. 

Major topics covered in this course: 

· Control system basics 

· Auxiliary and electronic controls and their application to heating, cooling, 

· humidifying, dehumidifying, and volume control 

· Computerized automatic control systems. 

· Factors determining energy consumption in HVAC, electronic, and lighting systems 

· Preventive maintenance measures in energy management 

· Energy management control system applications. 

You will take away these key concepts and skills: 

· The skill to apply an energy management plan to your building's systems 

· The know-how to evaluate new systems with an eye toward retrofitting 

· An understanding of traditional and alternative energy systems 

· A knowledge of programmable logic controllers (PLCs) and other resources to optimize your system 

· The ability to effectively develop and present an energy system 

· The skill to develop, implement, and manage an innovative preventive maintenance program.
