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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building. Please attend the next meeting to be held on Thursday, May 7, 2009 at noon at the BOMA office.

Denver Issues Notice on Elevators
Denver will be phasing out its current conveyance review and inspection program and has established a plan for the transition of the current CPD oversight to State jurisdiction in 2009, with full state oversight commencing 01 January 2010. As part of this transition, the CPD Policy regarding the installation of Phase I and II Firefighter Service in existing elevators of 25 foot, or greater, travel distance (Policy IBC 3001.2(1)) is canceled. However, the state is currently reviewing this ASME A17.3 code requirement from a material risk standpoint and will inform conveyance owners of the implementation requirements as soon as they are determined. Principal members have recently received a survey developed by the state to assist them in evaluating the impact of the code requirement and help them develop policy and regulation regarding the implementation of the code. If you haven’t already completed the survey, please do so by April 10, 2009. Our members’ input is important to the outcome.

Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC)
BOMA had a great showing and we received lots of positive feedback about the Commercial Real Estate Day at the Capitol held on March 16th. The majority of attendees were BOMA members. Thanks to everyone who attended. The BOMA LAC invites interested members to attend the next LAC meeting on Thursday, April 2, 2009, 8:00 a.m. at the BOMA office. We’d love to have your input and help on this important committee. No legislative experience is required, just a desire to get involved! Parking is available at the Colorado State Bank Building (BOMA will validate).

Legislative Affairs

The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) has been busy protecting your and your owners’ interests. The LAC is currently addressing the unintended impact to property owners of House Bill 08-1395 that was passed in the last two weeks of the 2008 Legislative Session. The Statute provides that Colorado State agencies, as tenant(s), are exempt from the payment of property taxes. Depending upon the operating expense language provided for in the lease, the impact could result in unrecapturable expense to the landlord. BOMA is introducing a late bill to address the problem and try to resolve some of the issues. Members who have state entities as tenants or are considering state entities as tenants are advised to contact legal counsel to determine the impact of the current statute on their buildings.
The Employee Free Choice Act – Take Action!
Please Ask Senators Udall and Bennet to Vote NO on Cloture for the Employee Free Choice Act! The Employee Free Choice Act (EFCA) - also known as Card Check - has been introduced in Congress (HR 1409 and S 560). The act for all practical purposes would eliminate the secret ballot and replace it with a ‘card check' process for determining whether a workforce is to be unionized. It would replace the private ballot with a biased process called ‘card check’ which allows a union to organize if a majority of workers simply sign a card. Under this system, the workers' votes are made public to the employer, the union organizers and co-workers, leaving employees open to unnecessary intimidation and coercion. BOMA International has taken a position against this legislation, and members are encouraged to contact their senators now to vote NO on Cloture, so that the bill cannot be considered.
LEGISLATIVE UPDATE con’t
Tax on Commercial Real Estate
President Obama released the outline for his proposed budget for fiscal year 2010 that includes two significant tax increases on the commercial real estate industry. The first is an increase of the capital gains tax from 15 percent to 20 percent for individuals making more than $250,000. The second is a change in the characterization of carried interest from a capital gain to that of ordinary income for income tax purposes. This would more than double the tax rate for most to as high as 39.6 percent. Carried interest is the compensation given to the general partner at the end of a successful real estate deal for the intangible assets, assumption of significant risk and their intellectual capital as part of arranging and operating the real estate venture. Nearly half of all investment partnerships are commercial real estate deals. BOMA opposes these tax hikes on commercial real estate, especially during times when the commercial real estate industry is finding it increasingly difficult to acquire credit and capital, as it will only deter investment in the marketplace. Members are encouraged to contact their senators and representative on these issues.

2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference
The 2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference (NIC) was held March 23-24 in Washington, DC. House Majority Leader Steny Hoyer (D–Md.) was a featured speaker, along with Ron Brownstein, political director of Atlantic Media Company, and Rep. Mike Rogers (R–Mich.). NIC provided a unique opportunity for BOMA members to take commercial real estate's message directly to legislators and regulators in the nation's Capitol. The main topics discussed with Colorado’s Congressional delegation were taxes - carried interest, capital gains and leasehold improvement, energy efficiency incentive programs and the “card check” bill. Shawn Murphy, Judy Purviance Anderson and Jeannie Bernard represented Colorado on Capitol Hill.

BOMA Starts Industrial Standard through ANSI Process

BOMA International is beginning the process of obtaining the American National Standard designation for "Standard Methods of Measuring Floor Area in Industrial Buildings." This publication has been a BOMA standard since 2004, and the standard is used to measure floor area for both new and existing industrial buildings. Allowing the comparison of values on the basis of generally agreed upon methods of measurement for industrial buildings, the standard takes a building–wide approach to measurement that fairly accounts for the allocation of space that benefit all tenants while providing a common basis for the measurement of floor area in a tenant area. As part of the process in gaining ANSI accreditation, BOMA is soliciting any persons with an interest in voting whether this BOMA standard should be designated by ANSI as an American National Standard. To obtain a ballot, contact Dave Johnston, director of codes and standards, BOMA International, by April 10th.
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
