One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building. BOMA Legislative Affairs
The 2009 General Assembly convened on January 7th and the committee is reviewing legislation. So far, nearly 300 bills have been introduced. The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) invites interested members to attend the next LAC meeting on Thursday, March 5, 2008, 8:00 a.m. at the BOMA office. No legislative experience is required, just a desire to get involved! Parking is available at the Colorado State Bank Building (bring your ticket to be validated).

BOMA and NAIOP are joining forces to host this day for all members to come and spend time on the House and Senate floors, hear legislative speakers, learn how to testify/lobby a bill and communicate with legislators and hear about the ins and outs of policy and politics at the Capitol. 2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference
The 2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference (NIC) is set for March 23-24, 2009, at the Hyatt Regency on Capitol Hill in Washington, DC. NIC provides a unique opportunity for BOMA members to personally take commercial real estate's message directly to legislators and regulators in the nation's Capitol. Newly elected lawmakers and long-time representatives alike are seeking input from commercial real estate professionals. Denver Metro BOMA will be sending representatives to this important meeting and the Denver BOMA group will be visiting our state senators and representatives on Capitol Hill.

BOMA International Approves New Policy Position on Capital Credit Crisis
The 111th Congress is getting off to a quick start and one of their first priorities is to enact policy to restore balance and confidence in our economy. The commercial real estate industry is threatened by a lack of credit capacity since this year alone approximately $400 billion of secured and unsecured commercial real estate debt will mature. At the recent Winter Business Meeting, the BOMA International Government Affairs Committee approved a new policy position ad follows: “BOMA International recognizes that our nation faces an unprecedented lack of liquidity throughout virtually every sector of the economy. Policymakers must enact additional measures to energize credit markets and restore bank lending capacity.”

The Real Estate Roundtable, BOMA’s  biggest partner on financial issues, has drafted a 5-point plan to restore credit capacity for Congress to consider. BOMA International will continue to partner with the Real Estate Roundtable and others to ensure that Congress works to address our industry’s concerns.

BOMA Reaffirms Policy Positions
At the start of each legislative session, BOMA International’s Government Affairs Committee is asked to review BOMA International’s existing policy positions and reaffirm, amend or sunset each as necessary. The Committee unanimously voted to reaffirm the existing BOMA International policy positions on:

Capital Gains Tax Cut/Elimination 

Carried Interest Tax Treatment 

Catastrophe Insurance
