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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2009 Government Affairs Committee has changed their meeting day. Starting January the committee will meet on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. Since the first Thursday in January is New Year’s Day, the meeting will be held on January 8th. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building. Please attend the next meeting to be held on Thursday, January 8, 2009 at noon at the BOMA office.

BOMA Legislative Affairs
The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) invites interested members to attend the next LAC meeting on Thursday, January 15, 2008, 8:00 a.m. at the BOMA office. No legislative experience is required, just a desire to get involved! Parking is available at the Colorado State Bank Building (bring your ticket to be validated). The 2009 General Assembly convenes on Wednesday, January 7th and the committee will be addressing BOMA’s legislative agenda for 2009.

Centennial Business Licenses
In October the City of Centennial adopted a Business License Ordinance that requires all businesses to be registered with the City. The purpose of that license is to make sure that the City has a record of all businesses inside the City as well as all of the retailers that are doing business in the City. ALL businesses physically located within the City of Centennial are required to obtain a business license. The Business License is biennial, renewing every two years on December 31st of that year. The fee for the biennial license is $25.00. Businesses that conduct retail sales or offer taxable services must obtain a sales tax license / business license combination; which also renews every 2 years for the same fee as the Business License. State Government Contracts
On November 4th, Colorado voters narrowly passed an amendment to the Colorado Constitution that bans certain holders of contracts with the state or any of its political subdivisions, totaling in the aggregate $100,000 or more, from making a contribution to a political party or for the benefit of any candidate for the duration of a contract and two years thereafter. The amendment prohibits

contributors to ballot issue campaigns from entering into government contracts that are tied to the ballot issues they supported. This amendment could have sweeping impacts on business, medical providers, non-profit entities and labor. 2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference
The 2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference (NIC) is set for March 23-24, 2009, at the Hyatt Regency on Capitol Hill in Washington, DC. NIC provides a unique opportunity for BOMA members to personally take commercial real estate's message directly to legislators and regulators in the nation's Capitol. Newly elected lawmakers and long-time representatives alike are seeking input from commercial real estate professionals and Denver Metro BOMA will be sending representatives to this important meeting.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE con’t
Building Group’s Appeal of ICC Procedures Denied
On Dec. 11, the Appeals Board of the International Code Council (ICC) heard a formal appeal from the National Association of Home Builders (NAHB) concerning the procedures employed during the ICC Final Action Hearings in September. The Hearings determined the final changes to the family of ICC codes that will be released in 2009, and that will be adopted by cities and municipalities around the country in coming years. NAHB’s appeal focused on the voting procedures of two specific code change proposals that will mandate fire sprinkler systems in all single family residential buildings. The appeal specifically challenged the tactics that were employed by the Fire Sprinkler Coalition. NAHB argued that the Coalition tried to “stack the vote” by providing travel and lodging funds for fire service personnel and others to come to the hearings and support the Coalition position on the two proposals. Their efforts resulted in more than 1,100 additional votes on these two specific proposals, giving them a resounding victory.

BOMA testified in support of NAHB’s appeal, citing the potential damage to the ICC governmental consensus process if special interest groups or product manufacturers regularly employed similar tactics to ensure that specific changes to the codes would be enacted. The Appeals Board denied the NAHB appeal, but acknowledged the potential for future problems was a valid concern they plan to consider.
