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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. There will not be a July meeting, so please attend the next meeting to be held on Thursday, August 6, 2009. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building or company. 

Legislative Affairs Success
The legislation BOMA sponsored, HB 09-1365, to rectify unintended consequences of a 2008 bill that extended a property tax exemption to any real property leased or rented by state entities, was signed by Governor Ritter on June 1, 2009.  HB 1365 clarifies that the intent of the 2008 legislation is to be cost-neutral, in that the tax reduction and the rent reduction paid to a landlord by the governmental entity be equal.  Additionally, the county assessor will be required to provide notice to the landlord when it receives a lease or rental agreement from the state, a political subdivision, or a state-supported institution of higher education.  Finally, it deems the taxes that would otherwise be due without the exemption to be “taxes paid” for purposes of leases in which the real property taxes are shared and payable by other tenants.

Coordinated City Evacuation Planning Meeting 

The effort to create a coordinated city evacuation plan is moving forward. The next meeting with the Denver Office of Emergency Management, Denver Police, Fire, etc. is scheduled for Tuesday, July 7th at 10:00 a.m. at the Republic Plaza concourse level conference room. The city will share its current evacuation plan and we will discuss what the best plan is going forward. Please plan to attend so you have input into the process. 

TALF Funds Program for Newly Issued Commercial-Backed Securities Begins
On Tuesday, The Federal Reserve of New York began a program allowing investors to apply for TALF (Term Asset Backed Securities Loan Facility) loans backed by newly issued, AAA–rated commercial–back securities (CMBS). The Fed still plans to make TALF eligible for so–called "legacy CMBS" (CMBS issued before January 1, 2009) in July. However, a recent Standard & Poors ratings methodology proposal may downgrade many legacy CMBS, making the vast amount of CMBS issued in 2006 and 2007 ineligible under TALF. BOMA International joined twelve other real estate organizations in a letter to Standard & Poors expressing concern with the latest proposal.
The TALF program for CMBS is designed to help prevent defaults on economically viable commercial properties, increase the capacity of current holders of maturing mortgages to make additional loans and facilitate the sale of distressed properties. BOMA International will continue to work with the other commercial real estate groups and the U.S. Treasury Department to help free up capital in the credit markets.

“Card Check” Legislation Still Alive
Senate Democrats continue to work on compromise legislation on the so–called Employee Free Choice Act (EFCA – S. 560/H.R. 1409). The Employee Free Choice Act would change the process by which unions are formed and recognized. Union organizers would simply need to gather signatures from more than 50 percent of employees in a workplace or bargaining unit in order to require management to recognize the union as the bargaining agent. In addition, the union and employer must begin first contract negotiations within 10 days. After 90 days, either party may notify the government and request mediation. After 30 more days, the federal arbitration panel will determine the final contract that is binding on both parties for two years. Effectively, the federal government would be setting the terms of labor for a private company.
BOMA International continues to work with the Coalition for a Democratic Workplace against EFCA. BOMA urges members to visit the Legislative Action Center and write your Senators to tell them why the binding arbitration provision in EFCA will hurt your business.
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
