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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building. Please attend the next meeting to be held on Thursday, April 2, 2009 at noon at the BOMA office.
Denver Issues Notice on Elevators
Earlier in February, Denver issued a notice regarding their transition regarding regulation of conveyances, including elevators. Denver will be phasing out its current conveyance review and inspection program. Denver has established a plan for the transition of the current CPD oversight to State jurisdiction in 2009, with full state oversight commencing 01 January 2010.  As part of this transition, the CPD Policy regarding the installation of Phase I and II Firefighter Service in existing elevators of 25 foot, or greater, travel distance (Policy IBC

3001.2(1)) is canceled. However, the state is currently reviewing this ASME A17.3 code requirement from a material risk standpoint and will inform conveyance owners of the implementation requirements as soon as they are determined. Legislative Affairs
The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) has been very busy protecting your and your owners’ interests. Recently we testified in favor of SB 95, the prompt pay bill. BOMA has been part of a coalition of contactors and owners involved in coming up with compromise legislation that works for everyone. After a similar bill died in committee last session, legislators instructed the industry to compromise. BOMA is supportive of the bill in its current form as long as private and public owners are treated equally.

BOMA was also successful in amending SB 122 to take private property owners out of the bill, which mandates that vulnerability assessments on assets (buildings) done by the state have to be shared with county sheriffs and chiefs of police. We are currently addressing the untended impact to property owners of House Bill 08-1395 that was quickly passed in the last two weeks of the 2008 Legislative Session. The Statute provides that Colorado State agencies, as tenant(s), are exempt from the payment of property taxes. Depending upon the operating expense language provided for in the lease, the impact would result in unrecapturable expense to the landlord.  The sponsor of the legislation has agreed to work with BOMA to resolve the issue. 

The BOMA LAC invites interested members to attend the next LAC meeting on Thursday, March 5, 2008, 8:00 a.m. at the BOMA office. No legislative experience is required, just a desire to get involved! Parking is available at the Colorado State Bank Building (BOMA will validate).

Day at the Capitol
Now more than ever, it is important that your voice be heard. Mark your calendars for BOMA’s Day at the Capitol on Monday, March 16, 2009. BOMA and NAIOP are joining forces to host this day for all members to come and spend time on the House and Senate floors, hear legislative speakers, learn how to testify/lobby a bill and communicate with legislators and hear about the ins and outs of policy and politics at the Capitol. It will be interesting and fun –  no experience required!

2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference
The 2009 BOMA International National Issues Conference (NIC) is set for March 23-24, 2009, at the Hyatt Regency on Capitol Hill in Washington, DC. NIC provides a unique opportunity for BOMA members to personally take commercial real estate's message directly to legislators and regulators in the nation's Capitol. Newly elected lawmakers and long-time representatives alike are seeking input from commercial real estate professionals. Denver Metro BOMA will be sending representatives to this important meeting and the Denver BOMA group will be visiting our state senators and representatives on Capitol Hill.
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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE con’t
BOMA Applauds Treasury’s Action to Stabilize Financial Markets

Last week, U.S. Treasury Secretary Timothy Geithner announced that the Treasury would be expanding the Term Asset–Backed Securities Loan Facility (TALF) to include new commercial real estate securities. Under the plan, the Federal Reserve Bank of New York will have the ability to lend to holders of AAA–rated securities backed by new and recently originated commercial real estate loans. 

Treasury´s plan will help ease the lending crisis that has exacerbated the downturn in the U.S economy and is now negatively impacting commercial real estate market conditions. Taking this important action will prevent a more severe impact on the real estate sector and the national economy, forestalling the need for broader government intervention in the future. BOMA International fully supports this move by Treasury in an effort to help free up liquidity in the marketplace in which hundreds of billions of commercial real estate mortgages are maturing this year alone.
House Legislation Could Mean Mandates for Utilities Disbributors
On Feb. 4, Representative Ed Markey (D–Mass.), chair of the Energy and Environment Subcommittee of the House Energy and Commerce Committee, introduced H.R. 889, the "Save American Energy Act." The legislation would establish a federal energy efficiency resource standard for retail electricity and natural gas distributors. If enacted, retail electricity distributors would be required to achieve an electricity savings of 15 percent and natural gas distributors would be required to achieve a natural gas savings of 10 percent. The program would be phased in gradually between 2012 and 2020. 

This type of program would place the onus and the mandate on the utilities—not buildings. Utilities would be motivated to create meaningful rebate or incentive programs and work cooperatively with the built environment in order to meet their efficiency targets. If the utilities are unable to meet the targets, they are required to pay a penalty that would be used to fund state energy efficiency programs. 

No hearings have been scheduled yet, though we expect action to begin soon. BOMA International looks forward to working with Congress to enact proactive policy options that provide meaningful incentives to the real estate community to continue to work to achieve energy efficiency in a cost–effective manner.

The 111th Congress is getting off to a quick start and one of their first priorities is to enact policy to restore balance and confidence in our economy. The commercial real estate industry is threatened by a lack of credit capacity since this year alone approximately $400 billion of secured and unsecured commercial real estate debt will mature. At the recent Winter Business Meeting, the BOMA International Government Affairs Committee approved a new policy position ad follows: “BOMA International recognizes that our nation faces an unprecedented lack of liquidity throughout virtually every sector of the economy. Policymakers must enact additional measures to energize credit markets and restore bank lending capacity.”

The Real Estate Roundtable, BOMA’s  biggest partner on financial issues, has drafted a 5-point plan to restore credit capacity for Congress to consider. BOMA International will continue to partner with the Real Estate Roundtable and others to ensure that Congress works to address our industry’s concerns.
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BOMA PAC UPDATE

As a busy property professional experiencing ever increasing demands of your time, have you ever wished you could have access to an assistant, a person or persons who could help make you better at your job, enhance your talents and make you an even more valuable asset to your organization?  What if that person or persons were extraordinarily economical, a financial “steal”?

As a BOMA member, you have front seat access to policy makers, legislators, congressmen and senators through your volunteer Denver BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee and through advocacy efforts at the BOMA International level.     Let me share just a few topics of interest to our profession that are being addressed on your behalf.

The 2009 Colorado General Assembly is in full swing and bills are being introduced at lightning speed.  On BOMA’s critical radar screen this session is Senate Bill 95 “Construction Prompt Payment Reform Act of 2009”.  Sounds great, doesn’t it?  Who wouldn’t support a piece of legislation mandating the prompt payment for a job properly completed?  Senate Bill 95 provides for what we have historically considered the norm – progress payments throughout the construction process in a billing cycle determined at arm’s length between an owner and contractor as memorialized in the construction agreement less a retainage, typically 10% of the cost of the project.  The retainage is released upon satisfactory performance of the contractor.  The detractors of this legislation would restrict the amount of retainage that could be held during the project even to the extent that all retainage would be released at 50% of project completion or even that no retainage be allowed at all.  Your BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee has and will continue to voice industry concerns for the protection of you in your role as a manager and your owner, regarding this issue.  BOMA has joined in a coalition of like-minded organizations to lobby for fairness in contracting, among them our friends at NAIOP.

We are also watching as our State Legislature grapples with budgetary shortfalls.  The demand for income generated by additional fees is a concern for our industry, an industry that is consistently believed to have infinitely deep pockets.  

At the federal level, BOMA works tirelessly representing issues critical to our industry.   Taxes, energy use and tax incentives, “Brownfields” and reclamation, leasehold depreciation, codes and standards and terrorism insurance continue to be on the radar of BOMA advocacy.  If these topics sound familiar, they are.   Legislation often “sunsets” after a period of time and changes in the complement of Congress and the White House can reverse prior legislative successes.   Our BOMA International advocacy staff frequently meets with legislators and staff on Capitol Hill representing all of us and the industry.  Further, many of us have attended the National Issues Conference held in Washington, DC where we travel to Capitol Hill and spend the day meeting with Congressmen and Senators.

So how do we support these necessary efforts to ensure your voice is heard?  Simple.  Express your support, and your investment in your professional success, by supporting BOMA PAC.  Whether we like it or not, political action committees are an entrenched part of our political system and if you don’t think you need to “pay to play”, think again.  Fortunately, due to our large membership both locally and nationally, if we all do our part, the burden is light.  At the national level where only personal contributions are allowed, a mere $10/member would garner over $180,000.  A sobering statistic is that for the operating period of January 1 through November 30, 2008 our BOMA International PAC financial summary indicated only $38,494 in revenues.  The next largest PAC for a similar industry held $200K + in revenues for a similar period.

We can do better.

On the local level, Colorado BOMA PAC can accept corporate as well as individual donations.  It is imperative that you educate your owners as to the need for BOMA representation and the corresponding savings they realize.  You may remember a fact sheet detailing how BOMA saves you money.  Use this fact sheet when advocating BOMA to your owner.  If you need a copy, contact the BOMA Office and one of the staff would be pleased to forward it to you.

 We count on you to communicate to your peers and owners what our volunteers do on behalf of industry interests.  The voice is yours.  If you want to be heard, this is the way to do it.  Please don’t miss the opportunity.
