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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. Please attend the next meeting to be held on Thursday, June 4, 2009 at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building or company. 

Legislative Affairs
The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) has been busy protecting your and your owners’ interests. A bill that concerned BOMA, SB 246, Construction Defects, is dead. BOMA supported SB 95, the Prompt Pay bill, but unfortunately there wasn’t enough support in the legislature to pass the bill. BOMA has introduced a late bill to address the unintended impact to property owners of House Bill 08-1395 that was passed in the last two weeks of the 2008 Legislative Session. The Statute provides that Colorado State agencies, as tenant(s), are exempt from the payment of property taxes. Depending upon the operating expense language provided for in the lease, the impact could result in unrecapturable expense to the landlord. Members who have state entities as tenants or are considering state entities as tenants are advised to contact legal counsel to determine the impact of the current statute on their buildings.
Coordinated City Evacuation Planning Meeting 

The Government Affairs Committee held a meeting with Denver’s Office of Emergency Management and other city agencies on April 2nd to discuss working together to plan for a coordinated city evacuation in the event of some type of an emergency that would necessitate an evacuation. The turnout was excellent both from city agencies and BOMA members. A follow-up meeting with a smaller representative group will be held to begin the process including working on suggested sectors and location sites. 

Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC)
The 2009 state Legislative session is winding down. The BOMA LAC will hold a meeting following the session on Thursday, May 21st at 8:00 a.m. at the BOMA office. All members are welcome to attend to discuss what happened at the 2009 session and makes plans for the off-session. We welcome your participation on this important committee. Parking is available at the Colorado State Bank Building (BOMA will validate).

Both House and Senate Approve Budget Blueprints; Carried Interest Bill Introduced

Prior to adjourning for their spring recess last week, the House and Senate approved their respective budget blueprints. Both votes came down on partisan lines, with not a single Republican voting for either chamber´s proposal. The respective proposals each cost nearly $3.5 trillion; however, the House version includes so–called "reconciliation" instructions that could be used to protect controversial tax increase proposals from potential filibuster in the Senate (by requiring only 51 votes, instead of the usual 60). This could include carried interest legislation (H.R. 1935), recently reintroduced by House Ways and Means Committee member Sander Levin (D–Mich.). The same provision is included in the President´s proposed FY 2010 budget and would amount to a significant tax increase on commercial real estate partnerships, which BOMA International continues to oppose.

BOMA Joins DOE in Launching Energy Alliance
BOMA International´s Chair and Chief Elected Officer Dick Purtell, President and Chief Operating Officer Henry Chamberlain and Vice President of Advocacy Karen Penafiel met with Department of Energy (DOE) officials and top executives from 18 other commercial real estate companies at 7 World Trade Center in New York City last Thursday to discuss how to dramatically reduce the sector´s energy consumption and greenhouse gas emissions. The meeting officially launched DOE’s Commercial Real Estate Energy Alliance (CREEA), a collaboration of commercial real estate owners and operators who have volunteered to work directly with each other and with DOE to create lasting change in the energy consumption of commercial real estate buildings in the United States. The energy alliance links building owners and operators with research and technologies emerging from DOE national laboratories. It serves as a national forum in which best practices in energy efficiency are documented and publicized and where peers can share practical experiences and insights. It also serves as a collective buying voice to influence suppliers of building materials to create more energy–efficient equipment.
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
