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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. Please plan to attend the next meeting to be held on Thursday, December 3, 2009. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building or company. 

Denver Mayor Hickenlooper Accepts BOMA’s 7 Point Challenge
At the BOMA October luncheon, Denver Mayor John Hickenlooper signed a letter to BOMA accepting the BOMA International 7 Point Challenge to reduce energy consumption in city buildings and help the environment. The Mayor committed to implement practices across municipal buildings aimed to reduce the use of natural resources, non-renewable energy resources and waste production, and to work in coordination with building management, ownership and tenants to achieve the seven goals of BOMA International’s 7 Point Challenge.

Colorado Health Department H1N1 Resources
The past few weeks the H1N1 influenza virus has been reported as widespread in Colorado as well as many other states. The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) is taking an active role in educating the public on how to stay healthy and prevent flu this season. Colorado Health Google Group
To get up-to-date information on the H1N1 virus, you can join the Colorado Health Google Group. Go to http://groups.google.com and select “sign in” from the top right hand corner. Then select “Create an account now” and follow the instructions. You will receive an email that requires you to click on the link to verify your new account. After verifying, select “My account”, select “Groups” and type “COHealth” in the search box. Click on the “COHealth” item from your search. Select “Join this group”, and then select how you want to receive information and select “Join this group” again. Elevator Regulations
As has been reported in recent newsletters, through the efforts of Pat Hilleary who represented BOMA on the State Conveyance Advisory Board, BOMA was able convince the Board to promulgate reasonable elevator regulations. The all-important section on Firefighter Service exempts from any retrofit requirement any building that is equipped with fire suppression sprinklers, is less than 75 feet tall, or already has Firefighter Service meeting the 1981 or later codes. In addition, BOMA convinced the Department to exempt pre-1990 buildings from a requirement to install door restrictors and gained owners of 1990 and newer elevators a delay until 1/1/2012 for compliance. Also of major importance was the definition of Substantial Alteration which was originally just “replacement of the controller.’  The definition was expanded and therefore reduces the number of elevators that will fall under the definition, which is the trigger for a number other code-mandated upgrades including firefighter service and door restrictors. The state is finalizing the regulations and BOMA will share that information as soon as it’s available.

BOMA Legislative Affairs

The Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) is busy during the off session meeting with various legislators, attending fundraisers and preparing for the 2010 legislative session. The LAC anticipates dealing with prompt pay legislation, broker payment issues and possible efforts by the legislature to make up state budget shortfalls by imposing fees or raising taxes. The next Legislative Affairs Committee meeting is Thursday, November 5 at 8:30 a.m. at the BOMA office.  Please consider joining this important committee. No experience necessary!

Carried Interest Remains a Target for Congressional Tax Writers

The possibility of a tax increase on carried interest remains a possibility as Congress considers potential economic recovery legislation at year´s end. Powerful House Democrats strongly support taxing the general partner´s share of the profits realized at the end of a real estate deal as ordinary income, rather than as a capital gain, as current law states. The perception by many Democrats is that current law is unfair and benefits only wealthy hedge fund managers and private equity firms, making the tax increase politically appealing to many searching for revenue to offset other programs and tax breaks. 
Legislation redefining the taxation of carried interest has passed the House twice in previous Congresses, but the Senate has not demonstrated the political will to move on the same bill; however, with a Democratic President in favor of the tax change and a filibuster–proof majority, the Senate could push it through this time. BOMA International continues to educate Congress on the negative impact this tax increase would have on real estate development, particularly in a down market.
