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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. Please plan to attend the next meeting to be held on Thursday, October 1, 2009. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building or company. 

National Preparedness Month
September is National Preparedness Month, but emergency management officials say anytime is a good time to think about getting prepared for an emergency. Whether for your building, your company or your home, you need to have a plan. Though each situation is unique, any organization can be better prepared if it plans carefully, puts emergency procedures in place and practices for emergencies of all kinds. One of the biggest priorities is having a kit with enough supplies for 3 days and a plan that include evacuating and meeting up with family members if you're separated. H1N1 Flu Update
According to the World Health organization (WHO), evidence demonstrates that the H1N1 pandemic virus has rapidly established itself and is now the dominant influenza strain in most parts of the world. The overwhelming majority of patients continue to experience mild illness, although the virus can cause very severe and fatal illness in young and healthy people. At particular risk are pregnant women and individuals with certain medical conditions and children are also very susceptible.

To get up-to-date information on the H1N1 virus, you can join the Colorado Health Google Group. Go to http://groups.google.com and select “sign in” from the top right hand corner. Then select “Create an account now” and follow the instructions. You will receive an email that requires you to click on the link to verify your new account. After verifying, select “My account”, select “Groups” and type “COHealth” in the search box. Click on the “COHealth” item from your search. Select “Join this group”, and then select how you want to receive information and select “Join this group” again. For further assistance, you may contact Barbara Beiser at the Colorado Department of Health and Environment at 303-916-2470.

Elevator Regulations
The Colorado Conveyance Advisory Board, with BOMA’s representative Pat Hilleary of Brookfield Properties, met on August 18th to review the latest draft of the Conveyance Regulations. The all-important section on Firefighter Service exempts from any retrofit requirement any building that is equipped with fire suppression sprinklers, is less than 75 feet tall, or already has Firefighter Service meeting the 1981 or later codes. For more information, please see the article, “Elevator Code Requirements”, in this newsletter. Thanks to Pat for his very hard work in representing owners’ interest on the Conveyance Board. Without Pat’s input, the outcome might have been very different for property owners.

Legislative Affairs
The Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC), chaired by Judy Anderson and Shawn Murphy, has been busy attending legislative fundraisers and other events to meet with state legislators, including some new appointees, and to keep the BOMA name out there. In addition, the committee is preparing for the 2010 legislative session. We anticipate dealing with some past issues (prompt pay/retainage legislation), as well as new efforts by the legislature to make up state budget shortfalls by imposing fee or raising taxes. 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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE (con’t)
Fed Extends TALF Loan Program for CMBS

Last week the Federal Reserve and U.S. Treasury announced that they would extend the Term Asset–Backed Securities Loan Facility (TALF) for commercial mortgage backed securities (CMBS). The original sunset date of December 31, 2009 was extended to June 30, 2010 for newly issued CMBS, and to March 31, 2010 for other asset–backed securities and CMBS sold before January 1, 2009, also known as "legacy CMBS." The extension followed a request in a "Dear Colleague" letter from Representatives Paul Kanjorski (D–Pa.), Gary G. Miller (R–Calif.) and 39 other members of Congress requesting its extension. Given the amount of lead time needed to put together a CMBS deal, it was necessary to extend the program further for it to be more effective in providing liquidity to the market. The TALF´s intent is to help prevent defaults on economically viable commercial properties, increase the capacity of current holders of maturing mortgages to make additional loans and facilitate the sale of distressed properties.
Legislation to Increase Energy Efficiency Tax Deduction Introduced

On August 7, Senators Olympia Snowe (R–Maine), Jeff Bingaman (D–N.M.) and Dianne Feinstein (D–Calif.) introduced S. 1637, legislation that would increase the energy efficient commercial buildings tax deduction from $1.80 to $3.00 per square foot.

This tax incentive was first passed as part of the Energy Policy Act of 2005 to improve the energy efficiency of commercial buildings. The "Commercial Building Tax Deduction" establishes a tax deduction for expenses incurred for energy efficient building expenditures made by a building owner. The deduction is currently limited to $1.80 per square foot of the property or renovated space, with allowances for partial deductions for improvements in interior lighting, HVAC and hot water systems, and building envelope systems. The upgrades must achieve a 50 percent reduction in annual energy cost to the user, compared to a base building defined by the ASHRAE/IESNA 90.1–2001 Standard. This deduction has been extended through December 31, 2013.  
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IN REMEMBERANCE

       On this day of remembrance it is important for all of us to keep safety in mind.  Awareness and communication are integral to preparedness.  The threat of terrorist attacks continues to be on the forefront of security issues nationwide.  The current National threat level of attack is at yellow or elevated stage.  Everyone should establish an emergency preparedness kit and emergency plan for themselves and their family, and stay informed about what to do during an emergency.  Continue to be vigilant, take notice of your surroundings, and report suspicious items or activities to local authorities at once.  Such suspicious activities or items include unidentified vehicles, parcels, and suitcases, and suspicious personnel either carrying packages, observing, or photographing in critical points in your facility.

       Furthermore, access to critical areas of facilities should be limited to authorized personnel.  Security equipment should be fully operational and security measures need to be followed constantly.  Visitors should be restricted from entering these areas or should be escorted at all times.  Key personnel need to be on-call and readily available continually.  Also, every staff member must remember to comply with OSHA Guidelines regarding chemicals and biological threats and procedures.  Most importantly, there is no substitute for human intuition.  Stay alert and trust your judgment!  If you have a suspicion, act on it immediately-because we will never forget.
