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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. The next meeting will be held on Thursday, May 6th. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that affect the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building or company.
Legislative Affiars
The 2010 General Assembly is in the second half of its 120 day session and the number of bills introduced is over 550. The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) has looked at hundreds of bills, testified on several and has been meeting with legislators and other groups to discuss pros and cons of several pieces of legislation. 

BOMA is opposing HB 1288, the Broker Lien bill which would give brokers the right to lien a property if commissions were in dispute or not paid on time. This legislation is sponsored by the Colorado Association of Realtors (CAR) and DMCAR. BOMA has hired another lobbying firm to represent us on this issue. When BOMA asks you to contact one of your legislators about this bill, please do so. Everyone’s voice matters and we need your help.

The next LAC meeting will be held on Thursday, April 1st at 7:30 a.m. at the BOMA office. A conference call option is also available. If you want to be included, please contact either the chairs of the LAC, Judy Anderson or Shawn Murphy, or the BOMA office. No legislative experience is required, just a desire to get involved and learn more about the process that so greatly impacts our business and our lives.
BOMA Advocacy Success
Earlier in March the Colorado Public Utilities Commission agreed to approve the following, which are huge victories for BOMA members. The decision in written form is expected shortly.
Xcel Case Phase I - The Public Utilities Commission (PUC) deliberated and took a strong stance against Xcel’s proposed environmental tariff. BOMA, along with the Colorado Association of Homebuilders, NAIOP and three private developers intervened in Phase I of the Xcel tariff case in June, 2009, with the major concern being Xcel’s proposal to shift liability for environmental contamination encountered or exacerbated by PSCo from responsible parties to developers and owners. The Commission unanimously determined that Xcel failed to meet its burden of proof to show that the proposal it submitted was necessary, just and reasonable. The three PUC Commissioners also said that they sympathized with the position outlined by BOMA and the other parties and PSCO that some guidance was needed. Thus, the Commission said that it would include "guidance to the parties on key issues" relating to what it viewed as reasonable versus overreaching in the tariff and agreement. 

Xcel Case Phase II - Regarding the proposed demand ratchet on distribution charges, the Commissioners agreed to approve the ratchet but in a tempered form. Specifically, the Commissioners ordered that the ratchet must be phased-in, using data derived once the new rates go into effect, and not the 2001 data as the Company initially proposed. Further, the Commissioners reduced the impact of the ratchet from 75% as the Company proposed, to a 50% ratchet as we had recommended as an alternative in our Statement of Position. In addition, the Company is required to update its billing determinants in two years.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE con’t
Caucus Results
Colorado’s party caucuses were held on March 16, marking the first major milestone leading up to the 2010 election.  Precinct caucuses are meetings organized by Colorado’s political parties to begin the process of selecting candidates and policy positions. Senator Michael Bennet, who was appointed to the position in January 2009, is being challenged by former Speaker of the House Andrew Romanoff for the Democratic primary.  Romanoff pulled in 50.9% of the vote, compared to Bennet’s 41.7%.  Both candidates viewed the results favorably.  Romanoff needed a good showing to prove his viability as a candidate, and his home court advantage with those active in the local party served him well.  However, Bennet’s campaign viewed the results as the best case scenario for Romanoff, and was pleased with their own showing considering Bennet’s status as a political outsider.  

In the Republican caucus, former Lt. Governor Jane Norton and Weld County District Attorney Ken Buck were neck-and-neck, with 37.7% and 37.9% of the vote, respectively.  Norton has been the assumed candidate for the Senate seat, but the caucus results could certainly shake up that presumption. However, the contest to be the Republican candidate for governor turned out to be no contest at all.  Congressman Scott McInnis pulled in over 20% more of the vote than Evergreen businessman Dan Maes, with 61% compared to Maes 39%.  The Republican candidate will face Democrat candidate Denver Mayor John Hickenlooper in the general election.

The caucuses begin the process of selecting delegates for the party assemblies in May.  Candidates need 30 percent of the delegate’s vote at the assembly to appear on the primary ballot, although candidates who fail to receive 30 percent can petition to be on the primary ballot instead.  

Senate Passes Tax Extenders Package
In early March, the Senate voted 62–36 to pass $31 billion in expired tax provisions, including a one–year extension of the BOMA International–supported 15–year cost recovery for leasehold, or tenant, improvements. The House extended the provision at the end of 2009, prior to its expiration, but the Senate failed to act. BOMA International opposed the House version of the bill because it included, as its revenue offset, a provision changing the taxation of the carried interest in commercial real estate partnerships. The Senate bill does not include the carried interest language, and now the House and Senate will have to reconcile the differences between the two bills.
ASHRAE, USGBC and ICC Sign Landmark Agreement on Green Codes

The International Code Council (ICC), the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air–Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) and the U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC) have announced an agreement to collaborate on the development and marketing of national model green building codes. This includes ANSI/ASHRAE/USGBC/IES Standard 189.1 and the ICC International Green Construction Code (IgCC). According to a joint announcement, Standard 189.1 will be included in the IgCC as one compliance path and the parties have agreed to work together to encourage adoption of the IgCC by federal, state and local authorities. The groups believe collaboration with each other will lead to wider adoption of meaningful high–performance, green building requirements. BOMA is pleased that this agreement between ICC, ASHRAE and USGBC has been reached. It is consistent with BOMA´s suggested solutions to the problems of having redundant codes competing for adoption and implementation. For more information, contact Ron Burton rburton@boma.org.
