BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. Concerns over Carried Interest
Congress returned from its Independence Day recess having not yet concluded its consideration of the package of expired tax extenders, and along with it the proposed carried interest revenue offset. Though there is little time on the Senate calendar before Congress adjourns once more for its much longer August recess, BOMA International continues to vigilantly oppose Senate efforts to try to raise the tax on commercial real estate development. In addition to lobbying efforts, BOMA International is fully engaged in a targeted media campaign, including the placement of Op–eds in papers across the country that have cited data from BOMA International´s 2009 economic impact study to help emphasize the industry´s contribution to the economy.
