BOMA Government Affairs Committee

“Lame Duck” Congress Returns to Unfinished Business
Congress returned to Washington following the 2010 elections to plenty of unfinished business, especially in the area of tax policy.  Of major importance to commercial real estate is the looming tax increase on capital gains and dividends that is set to increase from 15 percent to 20 percent in 2011 unless Congress acts. In addition to capital gains, BOMA International is also working to get Congress to renew the package of tax extenders that includes the 15-year timeline for depreciating leasehold improvements.  These provisions expired at the end of 2009 and have yet to be addressed in the second half of the 111th Congress. While BOMA International favors extension of these provisions, it has actively opposed its passage due to inclusion of the carried interest tax increase that was passed by the House.  Senate Finance Chairman Max Baucus (D-Mont.) has recently stated publicly that he thinks an extenders bill can get done before the end of the year with some form of carried interest tax change. BOMA International will continue fighting this tax increase.
LEGISLATIVE UPDATE con’t
New Proposed Lease Accounting Standards Need Your Comments
Earlier this year the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) and International Accounting Standards Board (IASB) issued a joint exposure draft that, if implemented, will completely revamp the way leases are accounted for by both lessees and lessors.  Generally speaking, the proposed changes would move the cost of operating leases from a disclosure in the footnotes onto the balance sheet. Ramifications of the proposed changes could prove harmful to the commercial real estate industry and it’s important that you provide your comments on the draft by Wednesday, December 15, to director@fasb.org. BOMA International has other resources available at http://www.boma.org/RESOURCES/LEASEACCOUNTINGCHANGEPROPOSAL/Pages/default2.aspx to assist in the development of your comments.  FASB and IASB are looking for “original” comments from impacted parties and have specifically told the industry that it will discount a flood of form letters.  The ultimate intent of the change is to bring additional “sunshine” to lease accounting to items not currently on the balance sheet.  BOMA International along with others believes FASB/IASB need to take more time to ensure the final standard is sound and thoroughly vetted.
