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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. The next meeting will be held on Thursday, March 4th. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that affect the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building or company. 

Legislative Affiars
The 2009 General Assembly convened on January 13th and the committee is reviewing and working diligently on many pieces of legislation. So far, over 300 bills have been introduced, including several bills eliminating or suspending tax exemptions and credits in an attempt to generate funds to balance the current year’s budget. Slated to be enacted in March of this year are the exemptions for direct mail advertising, energy use in industrial manufacturing, non-essential food containers, candy and soft drinks, agricultural compounds, pesticides and the software sales tax exemption.  Other bills BOMA is following concern construction defects, broker liens, prompt pay bill and environmental issues. 
With all these issues, the BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) needs help! We invite interested members to attend the next LAC meeting on Thursday, March 11, 2010, 7:30 a.m. at the BOMA office. No legislative experience is required, just a desire to get involved and learn more about the process that so greatly impacts our business and our lives. Parking is available at the Colorado State Bank Building and BOMA will validate.
Chief Engineers Wanted
BOMA is initiating a program to get more chief engineers from member buildings involved in governmental affairs activities, as well as provide a forum for the engineers to share information and concerns. The engineers have a lot of experience and knowledge that can be invaluable to the BOMA efforts and to each other. We will kick off BOMA’s Chief Engineers forum in March with a lunch meeting at the BOMA office. Watch for details on the date and time. In the meantime, we’d like all Principal member buildings to not only encourage your chiefs to become involved, but also send us the name, email address and phone number for your chiefs. Thank you.

2010 BOMA International Winter Business Meeting and National Issues Conference
The 2010 BOMA International Winter Business Meeting (WBM) and National Issues Conference (NIC) happened on February 1-4 in Washington D.C.  The WBM and NIC provide a unique opportunity for BOMA members to help advocate for policy solutions to get the industry back on track. As the industry faces formidable challenges, lawmakers need to be reminded that a thriving commercial real estate industry is the backbone of a healthy economy. Denver Metro BOMA has representatives at this important meeting and on February 3rd, they will be visiting Colorado’s Congressional delegation on Capitol Hill. Fire Sprinkler Incentive Legislation Introduced in Senate
Senator Tom Carper (D–Del.) and Senator Susan Collins (R–Maine) introduced S. 2947, the Fire Sprinkler Incentive Act of 2010.  BOMA International supports the legislation, which includes tax incentives for property owners to retrofit commercial buildings with automatic fire sprinkler systems by reducing their depreciation from 39 years to five years. Benefits of this legislation would include lower local fire department costs, increased loan activity, reduced insurance claims and premium costs, and increased retrofitting and installation jobs. The House version, H.R. 1194, currently has 111 cosponsors.
The New Office Measurement Standard is Here

Since the first skyscrapers began shaping skylines, BOMA has set the standard when it comes to measuring buildings. BOMA is ushering in a new era of office building measurement with the long–awaited release of Office Buildings: Standard Methods of Measurement and Calculating Rentable Area, available now. The new standard will include a new Single Load Factor method, more options, regional leasing practices and measurement clarity.
