LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee usually meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office; however, since the BOMA Trade Show and Conference is May 6, the Government Affairs Committee will meet the following Thursday, May 13th. All members, both Principal and Associates, are invited to participate in this committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that affect the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building or company. 

Legislative Affairs
The 2010 Colorado General Assembly is almost over. Over 600 bills were introduced during the 2010 session and quite a few were very contentious. The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) looked at hundreds of bills, testified numerous times and has met with legislators and other groups to discuss pros and cons of several pieces of legislation. 

BOMA opposed HB 1288, the Broker Lien bill which would give brokers the right to lien a property if commissions were in dispute or not paid on time. This legislation was sponsored by the Colorado Association of Realtors (CAR) and DMCAR. BOMA opposed the legislation for a variety of reasons, not the least of which is that BOMA represents owners and managers and having any type of lien placed on a property affects the title. A clouded title has serious implications that can impact the financial stability of commercial property. The bill was amended in both the House and the Senate and passed, and is now awaiting the Governor’s signature. It is possible that the by the time you receive this newsletter, the Governor could have either signed or even vetoed the bill, since there was significant opposition by the House leadership, as well as the Bar Association Real Estate Section.

BOMA also opposed the retainage bill, HB 1162, which would have set the lowest limits in the country on retainage amounts in construction contracts. We are pleased to report that in mid-April, this bill died on second reading in the House.
The next LAC meeting will be held on Thursday, May 20th at 8:00 a.m. at the BOMA office. A conference call option is also available. At the May 20th meeting we will review what happened during the 2010 session and make plans for the rest of the year. No legislative experience is required, just a desire to get involved and learn more about the process that so greatly impacts our business and our lives.
Referendum O Is Back
A revised version of last election’s Referendum O, which attempted to make a distinction in the process of passing a constitutional amendment versus a statutory change, has been introduced.  Senate Concurrent Resolution 003 - Ballot Initiatives to Amend Constitution by Senators Al White (R-Hayden) and Abel Tapia (D-Pueblo), as well as Rep. Lois Court (D-Denver) would rectify the precarious setup currently in place, in that it is no more difficult to amend the state’s constitution than it is to amend statute and there is no requirement that support come from various parts of the state. SCR 003 would maintain the current minimum total number of signatures of registered voters required to amend the constitution at 5% of the votes cast in the previous election for the Office of Secretary of State, but would require that 5% of the minimum total number of signatures be gathered from residents in each of the seven congressional districts.  Additionally, an initiated constitutional amendment would require approval by 60% of the votes cast instead of 50%. This provision would not apply to an amendment that repeals a provision of the constitution prior to the 2011 election, or certain amendments related to Amendment 61, which will be voted on at the 2010 election.
The New Office Measurement Standard is Here

BOMA is ushering in a new era of office building measurement with the long–awaited release of Office Buildings: Standard Methods of Measurement and Calculating Rentable Area, available now. The new standard will include a new Single Load Factor method, more options, regional leasing practices and measurement clarity. LEGISLATIVE UPDATE con’t
Act Now to Fight Large Tax Increase on Commercial Real Estate

The United States Senate is considering a major tax increase on real estate development by changing the tax rate on carried interest to that of ordinary income (nearly 40%), rather than capital gain (15%).  While the House of Representatives has already passed similar legislation, the Senate has never seriously considered such a proposal, until now!  With Congress desperate for revenue and most legislators not understanding that carried interest negatively impacts commercial real estate, BOMA International needs your help telling the Senate just how devastating this would be on the already fragile commercial real estate industry. Contact Senators Bennet and Udall immediately and tell them to oppose this major tax increase on commercial real estate!
