BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs Committee meets on the first Thursday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. The next meeting is Thursday, October 7, 2010 at the BOMA office and all members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that affect the commercial real estate industry. Legislative Affairs
The next Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) meeting will be held on Thursday, October 21st at 8:00 a.m. at the BOMA office. A conference call option is also available. At the October meeting we will discuss the upcoming election, PAC contributions and plans for the 2011 legislative session. Colorado BOMA PAC
BOMA Colorado’s PAC raises funds to support candidates who are open to listening to our industry’s concerns and who have supported BOMA’s issues in the past. The state BOMA PAC can accept up to $525 from companies or individuals in an election cycle. Corporate contributions may be added to your dues payments up to the allowable limit so please consider making a contribution when you pay your 2011 dues invoice. The BOMA PAC has been active in the current election cycle and is in the process of meeting with candidates and making campaign contributions. You can also make an individual or corporate contribution online.
Denver Code Issues
BOMA has been meeting with Denver city officials for several months to discuss our concerns about amendments to the International fire codes. BOMA has concerns about three proposed fire code amendments dealing with elevator retrofits, pressurization testing and radio enhancement systems testing.  At BOMA’s urging, the city convened a working group to address the process and the code issues. BOMA has also engaged the apartment, hotel, shopping center and homebuilders’ associations in the process and these organizations have identified additional issues specific to their members. BOMA is meeting with City Council members about our concerns and working group meetings are underway to try to resolve the issues.

The next meeting of DP3 (Denver Public Private Partnership) is scheduled for Wednesday, December 1st from 10 a.m. to noon at the Republic Plaza Concourse Level conference room. At this meeting, DP3 will welcome the new Denver District 6 Police Commander Tony Lopez. Also, Representatives from the Denver Police Intel Division will be present to discuss current events as well. Proposed Lease Accounting Changes

The accounting of leases has been the same for decades, but that looks to change in the near future. Last month FASB and IASB issued a joint exposure draft that will completely revamp the way you and your tenants account for leases. Congress Keeps Carried Interest Tax Threat Alive

Congress continues to consider the tax increase on carried interest in its remaining days prior to adjourning to campaign for the November elections. Senator Max Baucus (D–Mont.) reintroduced a modified version of the tax “extenders” bill that stalled three times over the summer and indicated he would bring it up after making additional modifications. In the House, lawmakers are considering the possibility of using the carried interest tax increase as a revenue offset to the repeal of a new 1099 reporting requirement included in the health care law. BOMA International continues to be vigilant in its efforts to oppose passage of Congress’ efforts to pass this tax increase on commercial real estate.
