Energy Management and Controls

This eight week long, one night a week class will take place at the Oracle building, 12320 Oracle Blvd.,
Colorado Springs, CO 80921. The class is scheduled for Wednesday evenings, beginning September 14th,
2011. Upon completion of the classroom review, you will schedule an exam with Pearson Vue.

Understanding the key maintenance and energy management aspects of building management is critical to running
a cost-effective operation. From everyday preventive maintenance tasks to the challenge of developing and selling
an energy plan, this course provides you with the skills to evaluate and optimize your current system, the know-
how to integrate new components, and the ability to communicate your needs to management.

This course covers heating, ventilation, and air conditioning (HVAC) control systems, and teaches you to develop
energy management strategies for HVAC, electronic, and lighting systems. You will learn about the components,
principles, adjustment, and maintenance of system controller, auxiliary devices, electronic, pneumatic, and
computer control systems. You will develop an understanding of the operation of heating, cooling, humidification,
control applications, and learn about variable air volume design and building pressurization control devices. You'll
develop the skills and knowledge to perform cost/benefit analysis of HVAC, electric, and lighting systems and to
create an energy management program for your facility.
