The Local Edition of the BOMA International NIC 
Each year BOMA International holds a National Issues Conference (NIC) which includes having BOMA members from all over the country visit with their Congressional representatives and senators on Capitol Hill in Washington D.C. and share with them BOMA’s issues. Because the dates of NIC coincided with a congressional recess when legislators would be back in their home states, BOMA International changed the format to a local NIC. During the week between March 21 and 28, Denver Metro BOMA members met with the following Representatives, Diana DeGette, 1st Congressional District; Jared Polis, 2nd Congressional District; Mike Coffman, 6th Congressional District and Ed Perlmutter, 7th Congressional District. We also have meetings still pending with Senator Bennet and Congressmen Gardner and Lamborn. One of the major benefits to meeting with the legislators locally is that we were able to include constituents from each district in the meetings. We asked the representatives to support making the 15 year depreciation schedule for leasehold improvements permanent, to support legislation creating tax incentives for energy efficiency retrofits and to join the Congressional Real Estate Caucus.

2011 Legislative Session 

The Colorado legislature is over halfway through its 2011 session and over 500 bills have been introduced. The BOMA Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) has been busy reviewing and monitoring many bills dealing with such topics as tax assessors required information, retainage in construction contracts, value of condemned conservation easements and several energy related issues including one concerning mandatory energy usage disclosure. The Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) meets the first and third Thursdays of the month at 7:30 a.m. at the BOMA office and the committee invites you to join us. BOMA Lends Support to Commercial Real Estate Bill 

BOMA International recently joined a number of commercial real estate organizations in support of legislation introduced by Reps. Devin Nunes (R–Calif.) and Rep. Shelley Berkley (D–Nev.) targeted at the current equity crisis. The bill, titled "The Community Recovery and Enhancement (CRE) Act," offers tax incentives in order to attract new private equity to commercial real estate. The legislation is a temporary and targeted plan that encourages new investment by offering 50 percent bonus depreciation on eligible new investment equity and a deduction of losses that are not subject to passive loss limits. Qualifying investments must be made before 2013 and the proposal only applies to assets purchased before 2009. The bill would require that at least 80 percent of the new investment be used to pay down the bank loan, with the remaining amount used for property improvements. With the new funds directed towards lowering the outstanding debt on the asset, the excessive debt ratios that threaten both the commercial real estate and banking sectors, as well as the broader economy, will be reduced.

BOMA Day on the Hill 
BOMA held its annual Day on the Hill at the state capitol on March 18th and it was very successful with over forty BOMA members registered. The group heard from a group of legislative leaders including Speaker of the House, Frank McNulty; Senate Minority Leader, Mike Kopp; House Majority Leader, Amy Stephens; and House Minority Leader, Sal Pace. It was an excellent opportunity for BOMA members to get a sense of how legislation is made, meet state legislators and visit the House Chambers to watch them in action.

BOMA, National Real Estate Organizations Host Industry Briefing on Capitol Hill  

In mid-March BOMA International, in conjunction with the Congressional Real Estate Caucus and the National Real Estate Organizations (NREO), hosted a luncheon briefing on Capitol Hill titled the "State of the Real Estate Industry."  Senate Real Estate Caucus Co–chairs Sens. Ben Cardin (D–Md.) and Johnny Isakson (R–Ga.) kicked off the briefing, which featured three speakers who covered the current state of both the residential and commercial markets. The briefing was designed to give Senate staff a perspective of each segment’s recent history, current market conditions and what to expect for the future.  BOMA International, in coordination with the other members of NREO, will be providing additional briefings and other educational forums to Capitol Hill legislators and staff throughout the 112th Congress.
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
