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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Extension of 15-year Depreciation for Leasehold Improvements
BOMA International announced that Congress recently approved the extension of the 15-year depreciation for leasehold improvements and the immediate expensing of brownfields clean-up costs. The two provisions expired at the end of 2005 and will now be made retroactive to January 1, 2006 and extend through 2007. Plus, negotiators inserted a one-year extension of the tax deduction for energy efficient buildings that was part of the Energy Policy Act of 2005 and was set to expire at the end of 2007. This was a late edition to the package of extenders and an issue BOMA International has actively supported. The House of Representatives approved the bill 367-45 and the Senate 79-9. 

Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC)
On an industry level, please consider getting involved in BOMA’s Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) which each year monitors the state legislature and positively impacts legislation or regulation that could adversely affect the commercial real estate industry. The newly elected General Assembly convenes the 2007 Colorado legislative session on January 10th. If you have an interest in the many issues that affect your lives and your industry, please consider attending the meetings. Try it out by attending the next LAC meeting on Thursday, January 17th at 7:30 a.m. at the offices of BOMA’s contract lobbyists, Axiom Strategies, located at 1301 Pennsylvania Street on the ninth floor. One more item to note - because of the passage of Amendment 41, BOMA will not be holding its Annual Legislative Session in January. Denver Building Code Revision Committee (BCRC)
Denver is in the process of reviewing the building codes. BOMA has representation on most of the subcommittees and is participating in the development of the new Denver Code Revision. Cleaning Cooling Systems
As of January 1, 2007, buildings cannot discharge molybdenum from cooling systems into the drain system without special permission or they could incur fines. The Metro Water Reclamation District (MWRD) is not saying that buildings have to remove moly from an existing closed-loop system, or that a small leak from such a system would result in huge fines. To clarify the official position, MWRD sent BOMA a letter advising owners of their molybdenum policy. The letter is available on our website at www.bomadenver.org in the Advocacy section.
