	LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Legislative Session 
The 2006 legislative session ended on May 8th. BOMA’s bill, HB 1077, which would have eliminate broad form indemnification in construction contracts was vetoed by Governor Owens, along with the subcontractors bill, HB 1148. The Governor felt that both bills interfered with the right to contract. So we will again be looking at this issue next session. The outcome of the gubernatorial race may have a significant impact on the outcome of this contentious issue. See the Leadership article on page 2 for more on the 2006 Session.

PAC Gears Up for November Elections
The BOMA state political action committee, chaired by Judy Purviance Anderson, is planning a fundraiser for campaign contributions. The fundraiser will be associated with the 2006 TOBY Celebration which will feature a “masked ball”. The PAC is coordinating the mask project which should be a lot of fun. Visitors to the BOMA booth at the May 2nd Trade Show got a preview of the masks. The PAC also plans a contest hole at the golf tournament on July 17 at Hiwan. Please come preferred to make a PAC donation, either personally or corporate. Thanks!

Smoking Ban Approved 
The statewide smoking ban was signed by the Governor and goes into effect on July 1. Exemptions include the airport smoking lounge, casino gaming areas, cigar bars and tobacco shops, as well as family farms and small businesses. Office buildings fall under the ban. BOMA plans to get specific information out to members shortly.

Denver Building Code Revision Committee (BCRC)
Denver is getting ready to start the Building Code Revision Committee (BCRC) and its subcommittees that will review and recommend any changes to the current building code. BOMA needs principal members or engineers to volunteer to sit on some of these code subcommittees of the BCRC. Tax Relief Act
BOMA International applauded Congress with its passage of the “Tax Relief Extension Reconciliation Act of 2005” (H.R. 4297) by a margin of 244-185 in the House and 54-44 in the Senate. The bill extends for two years, until 2010, the BOMA International-supported tax cut on capital gains and dividends that are set to expire in 2008.  

BOMA advocated for Congress to extend this two-year extension on capital gains and dividends as well as the extension of the 15-year depreciation schedule on leasehold improvements.  Unfortunately, the leasehold improvement language, along with other important extensions such as brownfields expensing, were removed from the final conference report.  BOMA will continue to advocate for these policies to be included in a second tax bill that could receive consideration before the Memorial Day recess.  
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
