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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

	Legislative Session

BOMA is spearheading efforts to pass an indemnification bill, HB 1077, which will eliminate broad form indemnification in construction contracts. HB 1077 passed through the House and is now in the Senate.  Thanks to Mike Williams and Rob Cooney for testifying before the House Judiciary committee in support of our bill. The Subcontractor sponsored bill is HB-1148 and it also passed through the House and is in the Senate.  It is expected that both bills will pass in the legislature but BOMA is hopeful that HB 1148 will be vetoed by the Governor, since the almost identical legislation was vetoed last year. For several years BOMA has been fighting efforts by subcontractors groups to pass legislation that would eliminate both broad and intermediate forms of indemnification in construction contracts as well as prohibiting certain forms of additional insured provisions. 

Two elevator bills are being considered in the legislature.  SB 105 would create a State of Colorado Department that would over see all elevator and escalator inspections and permits.  BOMA is opposed to this bill unless the opposition accepts our amendment eliminating duplicate regulation in jurisdictions already regulated. HB 1188 would require that elevators be inspected in accordance with a national safety standard.  BOMA supports this legislation.

Interagency Influenza Coordinating Committee

The state department of public health has begun holding meetings concerning pandemic influenza planning.  BOMA is participating as a representative of the business community and will also serve on the Community Outreach/Public Information subcommittee. Health professionals are concerned that the continued and expanded spread of a highly pathogenic-and now endemic-avian H5N1 virus across eastern Asia and other countries represents a significant threat.
In the event of pandemic influenza, businesses will play a key role in protecting employees' health and safety as well as limiting the negative impact to the economy and society. Because   the threat exists, it is important for you to be knowledgeable about the risks and to be adequately prepared for the possibility. Your business should develop specific plans for the ways that you would protect your employees and maintain operations during a pandemic.
