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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The 2007 Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Shawn Murphy and Jon Talbott. The committee generally meets on the first Tuesday of the month at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues that impact the commercial real estate industry. One of the primary benefits of serving on this committee is that you get advanced information about issues that impact you and your building. Please attend the next meeting to be held on Tuesday, March 4th at noon at the BOMA office. 

Congress 2008 Agenda
Legislation is swiftly moving through Congress with provisions geared towards giving the economy a boost. Included in both the House and Senate versions of the economic package is something known as bonus depreciation, applicable to equipment and leasehold improvements generally placed in service between January 28, 2008 and January 1, 2009. The proposal is a fifty percent bonus depreciation allowance of which 25% is deferred until 2009. The Senate version contains a one-year extension of the energy efficient commercial buildings tax deduction, which is set to expire at the end of 2008 and is one of BOMA International’s legislative priorities. The bill is currently pending in the Senate; the House having already passed its version late last month. BOMA International will continue to keep you informed as the stimulus package moves through the legislative process. As always, BOMA’s advocacy staff will be actively engaged in all of these arenas, and we look forward to your ongoing grassroots and BOMAPAC support.

2008 Legislative Session
HB 1306 regarding prompt pay and retainage in construction contracts was introduced and BOMA has been involved in meetings with legislators and testimony before the House Business Affairs Committee. At this point we are having the bill amended to reflect what the coalition agreed to. BOMA has been participating on a coalition of interested groups consisting of owners, contractors and subcontractors. BOMA will be watching this legislation carefully to be sure the bill is not amended beyond what the group discussed. BOMA also is monitoring other bills this session that deal with taxes, real property issues, energy conservation and “green” initiatives. BOMA is working diligently to be sure that with any proposed legislation, our members’ interests are protected and costs and benefits are in line.

Elevator Regulation
The State of Colorado is executing the elevator law passed in the 2007 legislative session. However, state officials are struggling with unforeseen issues that have surfaced during the implementation process. Additional money is required to properly complete implementation and it is suggested that the deadline dates to complete implementation be moved out. Both items will require that the 2008 legislature amend the current law. Pat Hilleary represents BOMA on the state Elevator Board and will monitor this situation as it proceeds forward.

DNC Safety Awareness Training
In preparation for the 2008 Democratic National Convention, the Denver Police Department in conjunction with participating city, state and federal agencies is hosting safety awareness training. The training (4 hours in length) will assist managers, supervisors and employees of businesses, hotels and private security with promoting customer and public safety. Following attendance participants will be able to instruct their building staff in helping to ensure that proper safety measures are implemented. We strongly encourage attendance from any business potentially impacted by activities related to the Democratic National Convention. Business Executives National Security (BENS) and the DNC

Please be sure to attend the March luncheon to hear more about BENS, in which BOMA is actively participating. Mike Dino, DNC Committee Chair and a member of BENS, is responsible for implementation of the Emergency Preparedness Plan for the DNC. The plan was presented to the local BENS members for review and includes the following action items:

• Develop a coordinated plan between the public sector (BENS) and the private sector to insure that business interruptions are minimized while preserving the safety and security of the DNC, the premises, employees, customers, visitors and tenants within the affected areas.

• Hold additional meetings with the private sector concerning the possibility of “Security Perimeters or Freeze Zones” without breaching the event security to allow planning for the business sector.

• Consider having a local member of BENS sitting on the DNC Planning Committee.

• Further the exchange of information between the DNC and BENS to the private sectors as pertains to traffic congestion and business continuity.
