LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

BOMA Government Affairs Committee

The Government Affairs committee is co-chaired by Kit McPhail-Bowman and Jon Talbott. The committee meets on the first Tuesday of most months at noon at the BOMA office. All members, both Principal and Allied, are invited to participate in this important committee, which covers a variety of governmental issues and their impact on the commercial real estate industry. The next meeting is Tuesday, November 7th.  There is no meeting in October.
Get Your TOBY Mask by Supporting the BOMA PAC
The BOMA state political action committee (BOMA PAC) is holding a fundraiser to raise money for 2006 campaign contributions. The PAC fundraiser is associated with the 2006 TOBY Celebration, to be held Saturday, October 14th.  The celebration will feature a “masked ball” so make a donation to BOMA PAC at any upcoming BOMA meeting and receive a mask to wear at the event. You can also stop by the BOMA office to choose a mask!

BOMA Outreach
Don’t miss the fall BOMA Outreach luncheon that will be held on Tuesday, October 10 at the Hyatt DTC. The presenters will be Deanna Erstad, Homeland Security Planning Support Analyst and Scott Kellar, Homeland Security Coordinator. While evacuation plans exist throughout our Region, we have recognized the need to review and integrate these plans based on the lessons learned from Hurricanes Katrina and Rita. The speakers will address the myriad of challenges involved in developing a large cross-jurisdictional plan to move half the population of Colorado to safety.  They will discuss the many phases and sub-committees involved in this endeavor including traffic flow and contra traffic flow. You may register online at www.bomadenver.org or call the BOMA office.

State of Colorado North Central Evacuation Steering Committee (NCSC)
The State of Colorado has created four steering committees that cover Colorado, the largest of which is the North Central Steering Committee (NCSC) that includes Denver. In a recent NCSC meeting, the members agreed to redefine the specifics for a commercial high-rise building. BOMA, through the help of Joe Gargan of Brookfield Properties, assisted with the revision. The federal definition would exclude most if not all of the buildings in the Front Range. The NCSC is also developing an emergency evacuation scenario for a situation centered on Colfax and Broadway Streets.  The evacuation extends for a radius of 25 miles. Using CDOT computers and cameras, the evacuation is estimated to take 18.5 hours and will evacuate approximately 2.367 million people. The topic of regional evacuation planning will be discussed at the next BOMA Outreach luncheon on October 10th.

CERT Training
Citizen Emergency Response Training classes will start up again shortly. Two sessions will be held this year. The first will begin towards the end of September and the second will begin in October. This Citizen Emergency Response Training is recommended for property managers and staff to learn how to handle emergencies before first responders arrive. 2006 Elections
All eyes are on the race for the Governor. The outcome may have a significant impact on State politics in the upcoming 2007 legislative session. The race in the 7th Congressional district is also in the spotlight, as are several state legislative races. Ballot issues are also numerous, and Coloradoans have a lot of homework to do before casting their ballots. 
Full Spectrum Integrated Vulnerability Assessment (FSIVA) Team
BOMA is offering a FSIVA training session on explosives and commercial buildings in November. The training will include hands-on introduction to a variety of explosive devices and security threats that could occur in commercial buildings. Property managers and building engineers are urged to attend. Watch for details on date, time and location.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE, con’t
As you all know, there are several important issues that we will all be voting on shortly that will greatly impact our community in the years to come.  It is important for all of us to exercise our right to vote to make a positive difference.

The issues causing the most concern for the business community and the commercial real estate industry are Amendment 38, the initiative to allow citizens to propose changes to state and local laws through a petition process, Amendment 40, the initiative to impose term limits on appellate court judges and Amendment 42, the initiative to increase the minimum wage to $6.85 and adjust it annually for inflation. The BOMA Board will be reviewing these amendments in early October. 

Amendment 41, Ethics in Government, is also a concern because among other things, it will preclude groups like BOMA from holding a reception for elected officials like we do each year at our Annual Legislative Reception in January or even buying a legislator a cup of coffee to discuss an issue. The “Blue Book”, distributed by the Colorado Legislative Council explaining all the ballot initiatives, will soon be mailed to all residents. Please take the time to review the issues and make an informed choice. 

And of course we will also be voting for local, state and national leaders. Whatever your affiliation, I encourage you to not only vote but also to get to know the candidates. There are many opportunities, particularly on a local level, to meet candidates and get involved in the political process. You don’t need to be a “political animal” to do this. Attend a neighborhood forum or volunteer a couple hours to distribute yard signs for the candidate or issue that’s important to you. Or write a check! 

Recently I attended a program where two candidates for the Colorado legislature spoke about their campaigns and how citizens can get involved. When asked the average dollar amount of campaign donations, they said about $25. They appreciate anything you give and anything you can do to help. Walk your neighborhood, stuff envelopes or put up a sign. 

On an industry level, you can get involved in BOMA’s Legislative Affairs Committee (LAC) which each year monitors the state legislature and positively impacts legislation or regulation that could adversely affect the commercial real estate industry.  Besides voting or getting involved in campaigns, participating in the LAC is another way to make a positive difference in your industry and keep yourself informed.

The LAC meets the first Thursday of most months at 7:30 a.m. at the offices of BOMA’s contract lobbyists, Axiom Strategies, located at 1301 Pennsylvania Street on the ninth floor. BOMA wants and needs more member participation in the committee. If you have an interest in the many issues that affect your lives and your industry, and if you want to learn more about the legislative process, please consider attending the meetings.  You can just show up and if interested in continuing, let us know so that we can include you on the committee list.  Contact John Whitlock, chair of the LAC or myself for more information.
